3.1 Recharging the Battery

automatically when the battery is fully charged.

< If not using the device, charge the battery at least once a month.

e After charging the battery, disconnect the charger and the battery
in reverse order.

1. Remove the battery from the bathlift. Turn the battery over to
expose the slots for the battery charger adapter.

2. Slide the battery chargadapter up into the battery.
3. Plug the battery charger adapter into a wall outlet.
